Minutes of the meeting held in Soar Chapel on Wednesday January 28th 2026

10-minute public session:- no members of the public present.
1. Apologise –  Cllr P Roberts, C Thomas
2. Declarations of interest – Cllr. Ken Bickerton item 10 on agenda.
3. Minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday November 26th, 2025.
They were accepted as a correct record, signed by the chair.

Matters arising from the minutes: 
Still no response from the bowling club, the clerk will email again. The road sign has been replaced and situated on slightly higher poles which will hopefully prevent damage in the future. County Councillor David Coggins Cogan has been in touch with streetscene regarding drainage issues and blocked culverts and the missed bin collections at School Terrace. There has been  an extension to the public response date for the planning application for glamping pods at Aros Farm.
4. County Councillor’s Report: 

5. Chairs report, The Chair was very pleased that the over 60’s club received the warm hub grant of £1000, which helped to pay for the well-attended Christmas lunch held at the Beaufort park hotel on Thursday December 18th followed by Carols around the Christmas tree which has had new lighting this year. A large tree has been cut down by Ger-y- Pistyll, the cuttings have been left and look unsightly, arrangements need to be made for the removal. The community council  don’t know who  cut the tree down, clerk will email streetscene. The newly laid path at the village green needs to be infilled where the running water has made a channel, clerk will contact the contractor to have a look. The planter boxes at the village green will need attention as they have started to collapse. There is a large tree at Pen y Bryn that needs checking again clerk and Chair will email streetscene. The recent snow and ice caused problems, and the areas didn’t receive grit initially however this was quickly resolved with grit bins being filled and extra piles of grit being put in various areas on the outskirts of the village. 

6. Community Councillors Report, Cllr. Jean Price confirmed that the over 60’s club had received the warm hub grant, and the Christmas lunch was a success and very much enjoyed by all who attended. Plas Ucha was resurfaced to a high standard, only for the surface to be removed by the road sweeper at couple of days later. The culvert at Ty Melyn was flooded in the recent heavy rain. Cllr. K Bickerton reports a marked increase in the numbers attending St.Mary’s Church for the festive celebrations, with a total of £457.00 being collected for Nightingale House Hospice. Thank you to all who attended the church and the school concert which was held on December 11th.  The church is holding a coffee morning on February 14th 10 til 12 with a charge of £2.00 admission. Cllr C Roberts reports that the road from Nercwys to Mold has been tidied up with the trees and bushes being cut back making it easier to walk along the footpath but unfortunately as in previous years the last part of the path around the corner downhill towards Mold has not been cleared. This makes it dangerous as the footpath is over ground and almost impassable. Cllr B Roberts travelled towards Treuddyn past Glan Terrig following the road up the Terrig Hill, which is full of potholes and craters which could do serious damage to car wheels. Although this is Treuddyn Community Council area he felt it needs to be addressed as it is a route that is used by the Nercwys community.

7. An email was received regarding the maintenance and protection of the defibrillator to prevent damage during low temperatures, it is thought that low temperatures will shorten the battery life and cause damage to the pads, which in turn would mean  the defibrillator could be out of service in an emergency. The email suggested a heated cabinet at the approximate cost of £500 would prevent the damage occurring. This is something that needs further investigation, the clerk will ask other community councils for their opinions. It is hoped that a training session can be arranged for February date to be confirmed. 

8. A member of the public asked for a letter expressing their concerns regarding the  boundary and fencing of the church graveyard be read out to the Community Council, Cllr J Price read out the letter. The Community Council concluded that this was a matter for the resident and the Church to discuss as it involves boundaries and land registry deeds. The clerk will scan the letter and email to the Church and respond to the resident. 
Cllr K Bickerton having declared an interest in this matter, being a Church Warden, left the meeting and did not take part in the discussion thoron.
