Minutes of the meeting held in Soar Chapel on Wednesday 26th March 2025

10-minute public session:-
The meeting was opened to the public present to express their concerns and views. The following items were brought to the attention of Community Council by 2 local residents : -
The problem of the overhanging trees at school terrace and the village green. Also, the recent issue with the infilling of the road after maintenance works have been completed. An area remains unfilled. Cllr DCC commented that he was aware of the problems and had been in contact with the school and FCC and was awaiting a conclusion. The speed and frequency of vehicles was brought to the council’s attention, residents suggested speed bumps to slow the traffic down. DCC asked if the residents would keep a log of the traffic and where possible number plates, times and as much information as possible. Hopefully this will mean a speed survey can be organised

3. Minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday February 26th  2025.
They were accepted as a correct record, signed by the chair.
MM informed the meeting that the application for the Japanese cherry tree had been made, hopefully NCC will be one of the 100 to be given a tree, which we were assured are grown in the UK. We are still waiting for conformation of the Defib training. Clerk and DCC to report damaged signage to streetscene again.

4. Chairs report, Chair reported that she had been away therefore had nothing to report.
5. County Councillors Report, Cllr DCC is aware of the recent flooding problem at school terrace and has been in contact with streetscene and other parties, along with the overhanging tree and the lack of the correct infill of tarmac on the road. All these items are in hand and waiting responses and follow ups, which DCC will keep track of.
The ongoing issue with parking at Ael y Bryn, the request to purchase the patch of grass for extra parking has been turned down by FCC. 
6. Community councillors’ reports, 
KB informed the meeting that the boundary fence had been replaced like for like at the graveyard, and the church is hopeful that an additional line to the back of the graveyard will be implemented for future burial plots as there is limited availability for new internments. 
JP it has been brought to the attention of her that ‘the shed’ at Plas Hendre is being advertised as an AirBnB. Also, Ty Melyn appears to be being developed DCC to check with archive information and check with the enforcement officer.
PR reported the outage of three streetlights that are under NCC Deeco contract, 1 by milk churns, 1 back gate of church and 1 at Pant-y-Betws Lane. The clerk will inform Deeco. The potholes on the  Treuddyn to Mold Road especially Terrig Hill are very bad and getting worse. The volume of traffic has significantly increased as drives are trying to avoid the 20mph zones and are using the narrower back roads. 
BR commented on the recent Facebook posts about dog fowling in the village, which is an ongoing problem.
