Minutes of the meeting held in Soar Chapel on Wednesday February 25th h 2026

3. Minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday January 28th, 2026.
They were accepted as a correct record, signed by the chair.

Matters arising from the minutes: 
The shrubs outside Ger-y-Pistyll have been cleared away. The main road from Nercwys to Mold has now been cleared and it has been noted that during the better weather many people have used the path, which is a lot more accessible. The road sign at Plas Onn has been replaced. The potholes on the Terrig Hill at Treuddyn have been filled in although it is noted that there are still areas of concern that need attention. St. Mary’s Church and the clerk have responded to Mr G Roberts regarding his letter outlining his concerns. 
The trees along Pen-y-Bryn still need to be cut back and the gully at the Old Smithy is still blocked, both will be reported to Streetscene. 
We have had a response from the bowling club, Cllr. K Bickerton will ask the school for clarification as to who gave permission for the grass cuttings to be deposited. This has been the normal practice for 28 years, but there are concerns over the size of the grass cutting pile and its proximity to the school. 

4. County Councillor’s Report: 

5. Chairs report: The chair has recently completed ‘The Council Meeting – Module 5’ training with One Voice Wales. Training is an important part of a community councillors’ role, and the Chair has asked that all councillors attend at least one training session per year, regardless of the length of time they have been council members. The defibrillator training was held at Soar Chapel Monday 23rd February and was well attended, the training was given by Sophie Jones a trained volunteer from St. John Ambulance. She gave advice on the suggested heated box for the defibrillator, this we be revisited when the defibrator and pads are due for renewal, which is thought to be next year. 

6. Community Councillors Report, Cllr. Jean Price confirmed that the over 60’s club has a good balance of £1800. Cllr. Ken Bickerton confirmed that the church has responded to Mr G Roberts, and that the recent coffee morning held on Saturday 14th February raised £588 for St. Mary’s and he expressed his thanks to everyone who attended. Cllr. P Roberts reports that the trees at Pen-y-Bryn still need to be cut back and that the gully at the old smithy is still blocked. Cllr. Brian Roberts has reported  a sizable pothole in the road opposite the Butcher’s Arms. Clerk reports that Scottish Power are to cut back the trees and ivy on the village green boundary as a preventative measure to loss of power in high winds.
