Minutes of the meeting held in Soar Chapel on Wednesday March 25th, 2026

1. Apologise –  Cllr C Oldfield 
2. Declarations of interest – NONE
3. Minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday February 25th, 2026.
They were accepted as a correct record, signed by the chair.

Matters arising from the minutes: 
Cllr K Bickerton will provide an email  address for the clerk to contact the school and forward the recent response regarding the grass cuttings from the bowling club. This has been the normal practice for 28 years, but there are concerns over the size of the grass cutting pile and its proximity to the school. 

4. County Councillor’s Report: Cllr. David Coggins Cogan reports that Flintshire have funds to repair 1500 potholes, the funds are for existing and newly reported potholes and suggested a conservative effort must be made to make Flintshire aware of new and existing potholes. Monies have been given to appoint a new enforcement officer within Flintshire. 

Chairs report: The chair reports that Andy Marsh has done the first cut of the year of the village green, the playground had been cut by the council team, again it has been said a schedule from the Flintshire team would prevent the overlapping of the grass cutting. ‘Gwella’ have offered match funding for improvements to the play area, a date to meet to look at improvements will be arranged. Training dates have been sent out to members, it would be helpful if those councillors willing could attend at least one training session a year. Ffordd Cae Newydd  road by Nercwys Forest is a mess with cars parking in a haphazard way, making it difficult to pass, and if emergency services were needed it would be virtually impossible for them to get through. There is no management of the traffic and no signage to the overflow parking area. A NRW meeting is scheduled for April. The pavement heading towards Mold from Nercwys has been resurfaced which has made a big improvement, but unfortunately the main road is still full of potholes. The kickback board which is community council owned and located on land owned by the school, the clerk will contact ‘Gwella’ to ask they maintain this along with the play area, it is in need for maintenance, also the school needs to be informed if any inspections need to take place.

5. Community Councillors Report, Cllr. P Roberts reports that the trees at Pen-y-Bryn still need to be cut back and that the gully at the old smithy is still blocked. This has been reported for several months with no response from Streetscene, he expressed his frustration at having to repeat these complaints month after month. Cllr B Roberts reports that the pothole on the Butchers Arms road has still not been filled in and has got significantly bigger. Cllr J Price reported the difficulties for the residents whilst the traffic light and road works were carried out by Ger y Pistyll, many residents had not been informed of the works taking place which led to difficulties in getting out cars.
